Rumena Buzarovska (1981) was born in Skopje, North Macedonia. She is the author of
the novel Tony (2024, winner of the regional Stefica Cvek prize), the non-fiction book Next
to God, America (2024), as well as four short story collections: Scribbles (2006), Wisdom
Tooth (2010), My Husband (2014, longlisted for the Angelus Award 2025) and I'm Not
Going Anywhere (2018). Her novel and short-story collections, of which My Husband has
received wide critical accalim, have been translated into more than fifteen languages and
have been produced as theater plays in six European countries (Greece, Hungary, North
Macedonia, Serbia, Croatia and Slovenia). Buzarovska is also the author of a booklet of
flash fiction Sleep (2017), a study on humor in contemporary American and Macedonian
short fiction (What’s Funny: Theories Of Humor Applied To The Short Story, 2012), the
children's book What the Ladybug Saw (2021) and co-author of the book Journal 2020
(2021). In 2016 she was selected as one of the Ten New Voices of Europe by Literary
Europe Live platform within Literature Across Frontiers, she is the 2017 winner of the
regional Edo BudiSa prize awarded by the Istria County in Croatia for her book My
Husband, and is the recipient of the 2018 Fall Residency at the International Writing
Program at the University of lowa.

Buzarovska is a renowned literary translator from English into Macedonian, having
translated authors such as J.D Salinger (Catcher in the Rye), J.M Coetzee (Disgrace, The
Life and Times of Michael K), Lewis Carroll (Alice in Wonderland and Through the Looking
Glass), Truman Capote (/In Cold Blood), Flannery O'Connor (A Good Man is Hard to Find),
lain Reid (I'm Thinking of Ending Things) and Richard Gwyn (The Colour of a Dog Running
Away).

As a prominent activist for human rights, Buzarovska was co-initiator and co-organizer of
the widely successful PeachPreach women'’s storytelling event in North Macedonia and
is now co-host of the feminist podcast Radio Mileva. In 2018, she was part of a group of
seven women who initiated the first #MeToo movement in the region under the name of
#SegaKazuvam (#CeraKaxxyBam, — | speak up now). BuZzarovska is a regular contributor of
opinion articles to the Velike Price magazine based in Serbia, and has frequently
published pieces in magazines and newspapers in North Macedonia such as Nezavisen
Vesnik, Okno and Meduza.

Buzarovska is a full professor of American literature and translation at the Blaze Koneski
Faculty of Philology of the Ss. Cyril and Methodius University in Skopje.
